Established cartoonists assert that while art colleges can teach
drawing and sketching, the essence of making a good cartoon lies in one's inherent creativity
and sense of humor. Merely possessing sketching skills doesn't guarantee success in
cartooning. As Uday Shanker, a cartoonist with Navbharat Times, suggests, it is essential to
recognize that becoming a successful cartoonist requires more than just technical skills; it
demands a unique blend of creativity and humor that cannot be taught in institutes.
