Given that every sport is governed by rules,

the most common form of poor sportsmanship is cheating or breaking the rules to gain an unfair

advantage. A competitor whq_exhibits poor sportsmanship after losing is often termed as a ‘sore
loser’, while one who does so after winninp is called a ‘bad winner’. Sore loser’s behavior

includes blaming others for the loss, tefusing 0 accept responsibility for one’s-actions, reacting
immaturely to the defeat making excuses, and citin trivial reasons for the loss.
