Tuesday bungling at Delhi airport
once again confirmed that its
monopoly position had made Indian
Airlines as callous as it is inefficient.
To recapitulate a disgraceful
sequence, 1.C.764, bound for
Calcutta and scheduled to leave
Delhi at 4:40 p.m., was suddenly and
inexplicably cancelled without a
word of explanation or apology.
This is of course, an increasingly
common occurrence nowadays with
Indian Airlines, but the ingenious
euphemism chosen this time was
that 1.C.764 has been merged with
1.C.264, due to leave Delhi at 8:30
p.m., and that all passengers booked
on the former were automatically
guaranteed seats on the latter.

extra night's board and lodging in!
Delhi.
