Rabindranath Tagore’s emergence as
an ‘educator was completely a
matter of personal development, a
necessary outcome of the entire

course of his life and experience.

He was born into a house, which has
been a centre of numerous ethnic and
social movements and a nuclear of all
sorts of progressive 1ideas and
actions. Tagore absorbed all the rich
