When Shah Jahan eternalised his love for Mumtaz, he must have believed that the river would be flowing forever. There was no
solid ground on which the foundation could be built. So they used a well foundation, an engineering practice using deep wells to
lower the water table and filling them with rocks and mortar. Finally they were capped with wooden, boxlike structures on which the
mausoleum was constructed.
