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Comprehension:

The contours of societies in India evidenced by archaeology broadly
conform to those recorded for adjoining parts of the world. although
of course there are differences that derive from specific
environmental contexts. The tracks can be traced through the
recognised patterns of the settlements and cultures that have been
labelled as the Palaeolithic, Mesolithic, Neolithic. Chalcolithic and
iron ages. Typologies of these earlier societies were largely made on
the basis of the tools used by human groups. These tools were
largely of stone, changing from the older and larger tools of the
Palaeolithic (old stone age) to the smaller ones of the Mesolithic
(middle stone age) and the polished ones of the Neolithic (new stone
age). to the use of both stone and metal in the Chalcolithic. Labels
such as hunter gatherers, cattle-keepers and early farming
communities are also used. since they are more descriptive.
However. not all societies evolved from one to the next in a series.
nor were they uniform in time throughout the subcontinent.

Archaeological data is in the form of tangible. material remains. This
becomes the basis for calculating chronology (the order in which the
events occurred). Methods of dating have undergone impressive
improvements in the last half-century and are among the many areas
of archaeology in which modern scientific techniques have made
enormous contributions. For many very early periods there are
methods such as spectrometric dating. or measuring potassium and
radioactive decay, for arriving at an early date. For periods of the
last 10,000 years, the three most commonly used techniques are
radio-carbon dating (Carbon-14). based on measuring the loss of
carbon in organic material; dendro-chronology. which refers to the
number of tree rings in wood: and thermoluminescence (TL), which
can be applied to artefacts of particular materials that have been put
through fire. such as pottery. Given the range of techniques. it is
possible to calibrate chronology. as was done a couple of decades
ago for Carbon-14.
