John Ratey, MD, in
his book titled "The User's Guide to the Brain,” talks about how music benefits elders by helping the brain
organize information and allow for self-expression. Even Albert Einstein, the renowned physicist who
learned to play the violin and piano in his childhood, continued to play and enjoy music till his very last days,
commenting that he got most of his joy in life out of music.
