It is alleged in the complaint that, the accused is known to the
complainant for the past 10 years. It is submitted that in the first week
of February 2012 the accused approached the complainant and
borrowed a sum of Rs.9,10,000/- as hand loan with an assurance to
make repayment within 3 months. After lapse of 3 months, the accused
failed to make repayment as promised by him. After repeated demands
made by the complainant, the accused issued 2 cheques. The first
cheque dated 20/9/2009 for Rs.1,50,000/- and another cheque dated
21/10/2012 for Rs.7,60,000/- in favour of the complainant pertaining to
Canara Bank, Lottegollahalli Branch, Bengaluru. The complainant
presented the aforesaid cheques, but for his surprise both the cheques
were dishonoured on account of “Insufficient .funds” as per Bank
endorsement dated 25/10/2012. After service of notice the accused has

not made payment of the loan amount or issued any reply.
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2. Frame appropriate charge for the Trial of an accused on the basis
of the following charge sheet material.

It is alleged in the charge sheet that on 14.05.2012 at around 8.30

a.m. in Talagawadi village the complainant was proceeding in front of the
house of Accused No.l1 namely Puttasiddamma. Due to previous enmity,
Accused Nos.1 and 2 had joined together and Accused No.1 /
Puttasiddamma had caught hold of the shirt collar of the complainant
Sathisha and dragged him to her house and thus wrongfully restrained
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him. In the meanwhile, Accused No.2 / Samandaiah has assaulted the
complainant on his head by means of bamboo club. Accused No.1 had
then brought a plastic rope and had tied the same to his body, with an
intention to cause his death. Both Accused Nos.l and 2 had also told
that he has to die in that position itself. But thereafter, on seeing CWs 2
to 5 who had come to rescue the complainant, Accused Nos.1 and 2 had
untied the complainant Sathisha. However, Accused Nos.l and 2 had
wrongfully restrained PW-1 Sathisha and also had assaulted him with
means of bamboo club, as a result causing simple injuries. With these
allegations, the charge sheet came to be filed against the accused

persons.

On 11.05.2011 at 11.00 am on the Tar Road of Mayasamudra
Village Circle within the limits of Dudda Police Station, Hassan, deceased
Rangaswamy was riding his Splendor motorbike bearing No. KA-02-ED-
7850 along with CW.1 as the pillion rider and while proceeding towards
Hassan, at that time, the accused drove his Maruti Omni van bearing No.
KA-22-M-6618 at high speed and in a rash and negligent manner so as
to endanger human life and collided with the motorcycle coming from the
opposite side. As a result, deceased Rangaswamy sustained grievous
injuries on his head and right leg. The deceased Rangaswamy and CW.1
were taken to Government hospital in Hassan for treatment. While

under going treatment in the hospital, Rangaswamy succumbed to the

injuries at around 2.55 p.m. on 11.05.2011 and CW.1 suffered grievous

injuries. The same has been stated in the charge sheet.

The accused appeared before the court and applied for bail through
a lawyer, the bail application submitted by him was allowed and he was
released on bail. After laying of the charge sheet, the accused was
summoned to appear before the court through his lawyer after taking
cognizance of the offence. Subsequently, plea was recorded against the
accused under Sections 279, 337, 338, 304(A) of IPC and were read over
to the accused.

was not visible. I became unconscious immediately after the accident.
There are no houses around the place of accident, I cannot tell the
registration number of the car that caused the accident.

Since I lost my conscious immediately after the accident, 1 cannot
tell as to whether how many people were present inside the car. I have
lodged a complaint in the hospital.

ARGUMENTS FOR THE PROSECUTION.

The learned Assistant Public Prosecutor has argued that due to
rash and negligent manner of driving by the accused being the driver of
Maruti Omni Van bearing KA-22-M-6618 which hit against the motor
cycle bearing Regn.No.KA-02-ED-7850 ridden by deceased Rangaswamy,
he sustained grievous injuries on his head, right leg and even though he
was provided treatment at Government Hospital, Hassan, he succumbed
to the said injuries while under treatment on 11.05.2011 at 2.55 p.m.
Prosecution has let in several witnesses in support of its case and also
produced documentary evidence. PWs.2, 3, 4 and 6 are the eye
witnesses to the incident and so also, witnesses to spot mahazar and
seizure mahazar. Based on the complaint of PW.1, PWs.7, 9 and 10 who
are the police/official witnesses, thoroughly investigated the case and
laid the charge sheet against the accused and their evidence entirely
supports the case of the prosecution. It was argued by the learned
Assistant Public Prosecutor that the evidence let in by the prosecution is
free from any infirmities and would establish the case of the prosecution
beyond all reasonable doubt. Therefore, the learned Assistant Public

Prosecutor prayed to convict the accused.
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ARGUMENTS FOR THE ACCUSED.

The learned counsel for the accused argued that evidence let in by
the prosecution is full of material contradictions, variations and
discrepancies. He argued that PWs.2, 3, 4 and 6 who are the eye
witnesses to the incident turned hostile to the case of the prosecution
and they did not withstood to their version. Even though they are eye
witnesses to the incident but in their evidence, they have stated that they
have not witnessed the incident and they have not seen the accused.
Even though they were cross-examined by the prosecution, nothing
worthwhile was elicited through their evidence. PW.8 is the wife of
deceased Rangaswamy @ Ramaswamy and she has stated that her
husband died due the road accident. PWs.7, 9 and 10 are the police
officials and they have deposed only about the official duty carried on by
them. Therefore, on perusal of the entire case of the prosecution, there
is no direct evidence to prove the guilt of the accused that due to his rash
and negligent driving, the incident had occurred. Therefore, learned
counsel for the accused prayed to acquit the accused of the offences

leveled against him.
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
