Any economy can be divided into three
sectors, namely agriculture, industry and
services, based on the nature of productive
activity. India’s economy at the time of
independence was dominated by agriculture
contributing 52% to the gross domestic
product, followed by services with 34% and
industry with 14%. In the nearly 70 years
since that time, the structure of the economy
has changed dramatically, with agriculture
now contributing only 17%, industry 29%
and services 54%. Thus, the Indian economy
has transformed from an agriculture-driven
to a services-driven economy. A high share of
services in the economy and a corresponding
low share of agriculture is typically a sign of
a developed economy.

Similarly, it has also done reasonably well in
bringing down birthrate from 408 to 261
during the same years, but it still is much
higher than that of many developed countries.
