Almost every citizen of this country is either a consumer of goods or
services, or both. In view of the sheer numbers involved, consumers should
have constituted the strongest lobby in the country and should have been a
force to reckon with vis-a-vis-suppliers of goods and providers of services.
However, due to absence of cohesiveness and effective organizations to voice
their concerns, a consumer in India has, by and large, remained a faceless,
voiceless and submissive person, accepting whatever sub-standard goods or
services have been offered. Things may have changed slightly in favour of
affluent or upper middle class consumers due to some element of competition
and choice in the retail sector as markets expanded over the years. However,
the condition of average middle class consumers and consumers from poor
sections remained, by and large, pitiable with no one to listen to their woes and
with practically no mechanism for redressal of their grievances.

In 1976, the Supreme Court of India observed that protection of
consumers was the need of the society. It stated : “We hope, the vigilant
legislature will activise itself on behalf of the little man and the law and will
take quick moving, easily accessible and free-of-cost consumer protection
measures.”

Though consumer movement began to develop in India in 1960s, it
acquired some sort of definite shape in late 1980s. In 1982, an Asian Seminar
on Consumer Protection was organized in which 300 delegates from Asian
countries participated. Taking this landmark consumer movement into
consideration, the then Prime Minister of India included consumer protection
in the national programme and it was put on the nation’s agenda. For the first
time, the need to enact a statute for protection of consumers was recognized.
This, eventually, led to introduction of a Bill in the Parliament and enactment
of the Consumer Protection Act, 1986 (68 of 1986). A three-tier structure of the
District Consumer Forum, the State-level Commissions and the National
Commission for Redressal of Consumer Grievances was put in place by 1988.
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The stark reality in our country is that litigation is costly and time
consuming for the common man and hence, getting justice is usually a
nightmarish experience for him. The Consumer Protection Act has come to the
rescue of the common man. It provides fora for relatively inexpensive and
speedy justice to the consumers almost at their doorsteps. Initially — almost for
two decades — there was no court fee. Now, however, a nominal fee is to be paid
while filing a complaint. The complainant need not engage a lawyer and a
complaint can be filed through mail. The procedure prescribed for dealing with
complaints is relatively simple and technicalities are avoided. Under The
Consumer Protection Act, the main objective is to promote and protect the
rights of consumers, such as :

(a) the right to be protected against marketing of goods which are
hazardous to life and property;

(b)  the right to be informed about quality, quantity, potency, purity,
standard and price of goods so as to protect consumers against unfair
trade practices;

(c) the right to be assured, wherever possible, of access to a variety of goods
at competitive prices;

(d)  the right to be heard and to be assured that consumers’ interest will
receive due consideration at appropriate fora;

(e) the right to seek redressal against unfair trade practices or
unscrupulous exploitation of consumers, and

(f)  the right to consumer education.

In terms of the provision of the Act, a ‘complainant’ means a consumer or
any registered voluntary association of consumers. The complainant could be
an individual or a group of consumers having the same interest. In the event of
the death of a consumer, his legal heir or representative can be the
complainant.

Under the Act, a consumer is a person who buys any goods or hires or
avails of services for a consideration which has been paid or promised, or partly
paid and partly promised, or under any system of deferred payment not only for
his own consumption/benefit but also for someone else’s consumption/benefit.
However, goods purchased for resale or for any commercial purpose or services
availed of for commercial purpose are outside the ambit of the Act.

In terms of the Act, a complaint means any allegation made in writing by
a complainant for redressal of grievances. A complaint could relate to :

(a)  an unfair or restrictive trade practice by any trader or service provider;

(b)  one or more defects in the goods bought or agreed to be bought by the
consumer; :
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()  charging of a price by the trader or service provider which is higher
than that which is fixed under the prevailing law or is displayed on the
goods or its packaging or on a list exhibited by the trader/service
provider or even the price agreed upon between the trader and the
purchaser;

(d) - deficiency in any respect in the services hired or availed of by the
consumer; and

(e)  sale of goods or services by a trader or service provider which can be
hazardous to life or safety, when used.

During the preceding three decades, the consumer courts at District,
State and National levels have passed judgements on an extensive variety of
consumer grievances like unfair trade practices, supply of defective goods and,
most importantly, in the area of services being provided by various sectors,
such as banking, insurance, medical, housing, transport, telecom, travel and
tourism, electricity, etc. providing much needed relief to consumers in
deserving cases.

While it can be safely concluded that the Act has provided a vigorous fillip
to consumer protection in India, much remains to be achieved. Unfair trade
practices and infringement of consumers’ rights are still rampant in the
country. The need of the hour, therefore, is sustained efforts for increasing
consumer awareness. For this purpose, the Central and State governments and
non-government organizations need to co-ordinate and channelize their efforts
aimed at increasing consumer awareness, vigorously and on sustained basis.

A number of Members of Parliament, eminent persons, experts and
NGOs have written letters to the Prime Minister / Finance Minister
suggesting amendments to the relevant provisions of the Narcotic Drugs
and Psychotropic Substances Act, 1985 (NDPSA) so as to decriminalize
personal use of drugs and do away with imprisonment and fines for
personal use of drugs and psychotropic substances in small quantity.
